Power of the various songs and their mantras
:
1) Balasubrahmanyam…

a. He who recites or sings this song without blur or slur becomes entitled to the fruit of the song - all worldly facilities and to the mercy of Lord Subrahmanya.

b. Those bereft of the bliss of having a child will do well to recite the appropriate “mAla” and “mantra” with the song. 

2) Dhyana kriti…
a. This song helps dispel all difficulties, overcome obstacles and awards fulfillment of desires.

b. “Jivan Mukhi” is the state wherein the mind, using knowledge from the sacred scriptures, submits to the happiness and misery caused by Karma. 

c. “Videha Mukhi” is salvation by drinking the nectar of Satchidananda, having earned the mercy of the Goddess and achieved complete knowledge of Brahman and Atman, and freedom from the cycle of birth and death.

3) 1st Avarana Keertanam

a. The Navavarana kritis give the names of all the devathas of the Srichakra from Bhoopuram to Bindu. 

b. This chakram is known as Tri-Lokya Mohana Chakram (enchanter of the three lokas).

c. By reciting this mantra 15 lakh times, one shall achieve

i. The full mercy of Sri Lalita Mahatripurasundari

ii. The captivation of Svarga, Madhya and Pathala lokas

iii. All prosperity. 

4) 2nd Avarana Keertanam

a. This avaranam is the Sarvasha pari-pooraka charka. According to advaita, the world is all delusion. Brahman alone is real. 

b. By reciting this mantra, one shall achieve

i. The entire mercy of Sri Lalita Mahatripurasundari

ii. The entire satisfaction of all desires

iii. All auspicious things

iv. Ambal’s protection.
5) 3rd Avarana Keertanam

a. The following are the essence of the “Brahman”:

i. “Sath” is the everlasting imperishable quality

ii. “Chith” is the revealer

iii. “Anandam” manifests the enjoyment.

b. All things in the universe manifest the above essential qualities.

c. Immovable things reveal the subsistence (“sath”) quality in greater measure than other qualities. Movable things reveal the knowledge (“chith”) quality in greater measure than other qualities. The Gods reveal the bliss (“anandam”) quality in greater measure than other qualities.

d. This 3rd avarana is called Sarva Samkshobana chakra (the agitator of everything). 

e. By reciting this mantra 15 lakh times, one shall achieve

i. True wisdom

ii. All auspicious things with the aid of Sri Lalita Mahatripurasundari. 

6) 4th Avarana Keertanam:

a. This 4th avarana is called Sarva Saubhagyadayaka chakra (given of all auspicious sweetness). 

b. He who recites the mantram of this 4th avaranam 15 lakh times is sure to achieve all auspicious sweetness by the grace of Sri Lalitambika. 

7) 5th Avarana Keertanam:

a. When Ishwara is in the company of Maya, he has the power to control others. Avidya stands related to the Jivan. It is primordial. It conceals the real nature of the Jivan. Maya and Avidya create the world by cause and effect.

b.  But the Paradevata is the essence that forms and informs all tatvas from Bhumi to Shiva. There is nothing other than Kamalambika who is all the above and does all the above.
c. This 5th avarana is known as the Sarvartha Sadhaka chakram (the accomplisher of all ideals).

d. He who recites the mantram of this avaranam 15 lakhs of times is certain to obtain the grace of Sri Lalita Mahatripurasundari and to get at the means of satisfying all his desires.

8) 6th Avarana Keertanam:
a. He who recites the mantram of this avaranam 15 lakhs of times will become entitled to the abundant grace of Sri Paradevata and also to protection from all kinds of illness.
b. This avarana is known as Sarva Rakshakara chakra, which has 10 petals and which is at the center of the fire that is the form of the 10 kalas.

9) 7th Avarana Keertanam:
a. This avaranam is known as Sarvarogahara chakram.

b. He who recites the mantram of this avaranam 15 lakhs of times is certain-

i. To be freed from all diseases

ii. To be endowed with strength in every limb

iii. To have the gift of longevity

iv. To lead a happy life.

c. Some opine that the recitation of the mantra for even 3 lakhs of times will yield some of the above fruits.

10) 8th Avarana Keertanam:
a. This avaranam is known as Sarva Siddhiprada chakram.

b. He who recites this continuously is certain to get every desire fulfilled.

11) 9th Avarana Keertanam:
a. This avarana is the Sarva Anandamaya charka.

b. Sri Maha Tripurasundari awards all sweetness, prosperity, auspicious things and supreme bliss to the devotee. 

c. The twelve devotees:

i. Manu

ii. Moon

iii. Kubera

iv. Lopamudra

v. Manmatha

vi. Agastya

vii. Nandikeswara

viii. Sun

ix. Vishnu

x. Shanmukha

xi. Shiva

xii. Durvasa.
